NEWS FROM THE STANDARD SETTERS
NAACCR V25A Metafile
NAACCR has identified a problem with the V25 metafile that requires an updated version. Table SUMST1809 includes all the v9 schemas used for N4900 Summary Stage 2018, Schema ID (NAACCR) and N4910 Derived Summary Stage 2018, Schema ID (SEER). The new schemas for 2025, 09090, 09350, 09360, 09370, were not added to the table. This would cause the edit mentioned above to fail any case with one of the missing schemas. A new Missouri V25A metafile will be created and posted to the NAACCR Clearinghouse by the middle of November.

National Cancer Registrars Association's New National Workload and Staffing Study Provides Key Data to Inform Cancer Registry Staff Planning and Budgeting – Excerpt from The Connection, Fall 2024

• For single-institution registries, for every 1,000 cases, staffing should increase by 1.8 to 2.1 FTEs, on average.
• For multi-institution registries, for every 1,000 cases, staffing should increase by 1.6 to 1.9 FTEs, on average. 
• There was a 22% increase in the mean number of budgeted FTEs reported from 5.6 in 2019 to 6.8 in 2022. While the number of budgeted FTEs increased, the percentage of filled FTE positions declined slightly from 96.4% in 2019 to 94.1% in 2022. 
• Registry leads were most concerned with recruiting well-trained staff (87.6%), compensating staff well enough to retain them (82.3%), and funding additional positions (77%).
• Registry leads reported that nearly half (49.1%) of their staff needed additional training in data analysis, followed by case finding software (26.5%), abstracting software (24.4%), and follow-up (23.3%). 
• Nineteen percent of study respondents who are currently working plan to retire or leave the profession in the next five years.

NCRA Approves New In-Person Continuing
Education Requirement Beginning in 2025

In 2019, NCRA' Council on Certification was charged
with implementing an in-person national conference
attendance requirement in the backdrop of the removal
of the Commission on Cancer standard that required
cancer registrar education and supported attendance at
a national or regional conference. The Council explored
an education requirement with the premise that it would
support professional development and provide the valu-
able benefit of networking opportunities. The Council's
work resulted in a preliminary draft of a recommen-
dation that would require 8-CE hours of live in-person
education every 4 years. With the 2020 pandemic, this
work was postponed until 2023.

Using pre-pandemic work coupled with recent member
survey data related to remote work, the Council
approved, along with the support of NCRA's Board of
Directors, a Continuing Education In-Person (CEIP)
requirement, to be implemented January 1, 2025.
Beginning in 2025, eight (8) CEIP credits will be due for
CE cycles ending 12/31/2028, and so forth every 4 years
as shown in the graphic below.

CEIP Requirement for 0DS-Certified Professionals:
= Must earn a minimum of 8 CE-credits of in-person
education every 4 years (this will span 2 CE cycles.
« The 8-CEIP credits are included as part of the
standard 20-CE credits and can be earned across
both 2:year CE cycles within the 4-year window.
= CEIP education must be NCRA Program
Recognition approved and can be satisfied with
in-person continuing education at a national,
regional, state, or local educational event.
= The CEIP requirement applies to those living within
any of the 50 United States, Washington, D.C., and
Canada; the requirement excludes those living
within U.S. territories or other international loca-
tions.
= Medical exemptions to the CEIP requirement are
allowed

Here is some specific rationale used to shape this new
CE requirement:
= Requiring a portion of in-person education credits
supports the value of the profession and sustains the
value of the credential, which supports the impor-
tance of continuing education.
