Missouri Health Maps now Missouri Cancer Dashboard
Missouri Cancer Registry recently added Missouri Health Maps to its website. The maps can be found by clicking on the Missouri Cancer Dashboards button on the MCR home page task bar. 

The Missouri Health maps display 2018-2022 data. This information may be helpful to you and your facility to see cancer incidence in your area. The map of Missouri is divided into zones based on population.

Radiation Exposure Compensation Act (RECA)
The Radiation Exposure Compensation Act (RECA), 42 U.S.C. § 2210 note, is a federal law that provides partial restitution to individuals who developed certain serious illnesses following exposure to radiation from the U.S. nuclear weapons program, or their survivors. This became effective for Missouri on July 4, 2025.  New claims may be filed through December 31, 2027.
